Every high school PTA is working diligently in planning a safe
after-prom celebration as the event of choice over private parties where teens often feel peer pressure to use alcohol and other drugs and engage in risky behavior.
Each after-prom celebration offers high school juniors and seniors the opportunity to attend a not-to-be-missed night of fun times with their classmates in an alco-
hol and drug-free setting with adult supervision. Fun is the attraction, but safety is the goal.

Statistics demonstrate that the two highest risk nights for teens are prom and graduation nights when peer pressure for risky behavior is very high. Teens will cele-
brate on prom night, but how they celebrate is greatly affected by the options that they have.

On behalf of all 12 high school PTAs, PTA Council invites you to support your local high school after prom so that juniors and senior students have the option of
attending a safe and fun celebration. You can help in a variety of ways:

I. If you have a teen, don't plan a private after-prom party. If there is underage drinking at your child's party, the consequences can be tragic and the liability
costly to you as the parent. Instead, encourage your student to attend the school after-prom party.

2. Contact your local high school PTA and ask how you can contribute to the after prom. You don't need to be a high school parent to contribute goods or
money for the celebration. The PTA After-Prom Committee will be extremely grateful for your generosity.

Know that while our students may think of their after-prom celebration as a fantastic evening with their friends, the real purpose is to provide a safe, adult-
supervised alcohol- and drug-free celebration. Your support assures a safe and memorable prom evening.
