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Do you think the speed limit on Route 99 should be changed

Late last Spring, a member of the MRHS PTSA Executive Board contacted the Howard County Police and the Maryland State High-
way Administration speaking with them about reducing the speed limit on Maryland Route 99, which is posted at 50 miles per ho
Although there are signs indicating "School Zone, Fines Doubled," the speed limit does not decrease in the immediaté vicinity
Woodford Drive. Given the winding nature of Route 99 and no shoulders, combined with the number of blind corners aesl entranc
along the road, it was, and still is, the opinion of the Board that the speed limit on Maryland Route 99 between MarRotslil

and Route 32 be reduced. Unfortunately, the response from the State Highway Administration (SHA) was not what we had hoped
SHA has decided not to reduce the speed limit, a proactive decision that may prevent any more accidents on the route which ol
families and staff must drive in order to reach Marriotts Ridge High and Mount View Middle Schools.

What can we do? Here's where you come in. Please contact Mr. John M. Concannon, Assistant District Engineer for Traffic, ol
George Miller, his assistant and let them know that you would like to see the speed limit on Maryland Route 99 betwetsa Marrio
ville Road and Route 32 reduced. Please understand that a study will need to be conducted before any action willubeveaken, b
need to get this study underway quickly.
