NEIGHBORHOOD SAFETY
NEWS!!!

The Make Route 32 Safe committee,
which has been working since last summer
for safety improvements to MD 32 from
Route 70 north to the county line, is trying
to make sure that other members of our
community know about a proposal before
the Howard County Zoning Board to rezone
property at the intersection of Livestock
Road and MD 32 to allow a Highs gas station
and convenience store.

The original rezoning request by Highs was
denied by the county because of traffic
safety concerns at the intersection. Highs
has made a few revisions to their proposal,
but the Make Route 32 Safe committee has
serious objections to an increase in cross
traffic activity in an already dangerous area.

We are trying to make sure that members of
the Marriotts Ridge community are aware of
the zoning hearings, as they have not been
well publicized. The next hearing is

pm at the county offices in Columbia behind
Apple Ford. (8930 Stanford Blvd, 21045)

The safety committee would greatly
appreciate any input and your
attendance by Marriotts Ridge High
School families at this meeting.
