Critical 60 _ Program educates
parents how to teach their teen how
to drive during the 60 Hours of
supervised driving
Howard Community College’s Critical 60
Program may be just what you are
looking for to help your teen to be a
better and safer driver. Maryland Law
requires that an adult supervises a
young driver for sixty hours before they
can earn a provisional license. This is a
critical time for helping the new driver to
learn to drive well. Critical 60 uses a
structured set of lesson plans (that are
called "learner plans"). You’'ll be able
to:

Courses are approved by
the Maryland Motor Vehicle
Administration (MVA) and Motorcycle
Safety Foundation (MSF). All instructors
are MVA and MSF certified. Successful
completion qualifies you for a Maryland
