3. Start your CAMPAIGN.... You may want to make posters, buttons, flyers, banners, etc.  (You must provide your own  materials,  including  tape.)  YOU  ARE  RESPONSIBLE  FOR  THE APPROPRIATENESS OF ALL OF YOUR CAMPAIGN MATERIALS. Campaign materials can be put up in the cafeteria or your team hall.  It is your responsibility to read and abide by all campaign rules (see attached).
4. Ask an adult in the building to sponsor you.  Your sponsor must proof read your posters, literature, etc.    and  sign  their  name  in  a  corner  BEFORE  you  put  up  materials.    YOU  ARE  ALSO RESPONSIBLE  FOR  TAKING  DOWN  MATERIALS  AT  THE  END  OF  THE  CAMPAIGN PERIOD.
5. Begin to prepare your platform and where required speech.  Read all of the helpful hints, type your script, and be ready by the approval deadline of Wednesday, May 23, 2007.
6. Current incumbents are required to meet with their SGA/Class Advisor to complete a Self-Evaluation Conference Form, prior to running for office.

7. There are many ways to become involved in Student Government without being an elected officer.  Please read the SGA bulletin board for other SGA opportunities.  I appreciate your enthusiasm and willingness to become a leader.
